Critical Movie Reviews: 
APUSH : May submit up to two reviews per quarter.
APEH: May submit one review per quarter.
ALL REVIEWS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO TURNITIN 

You may review a movie that is about a topic or time period we are studying in history class.  You must get the movie approved by me before you can receive credit.  You must turn in the review during the quarter that the topic is covered in class.  Most reviews will be treated as optional assignments with credit given at the end of each quarter. I encourage you to write your review and turn it in immediately after watching the movie so that it will be fresh in your mind.


You may be asked to write a review of a movie that we watch in class. In that case, the assignment and due date are not optional.  Specific instructions will be given in class for these assignments.  Unless otherwise instructed the review should follow the following format:

1. All papers must be typed, double-spaced.

2. At the top of the review give the name of the movie, the date of release, and the time   

    period or topic that the movie addresses.

3.  The review itself should be a minimum of three paragraphs totaling approximately 

   300 words. Use your word processing program to print the word count at the bottom of  

   the review. Use formal essay writing style.

4. What to write:

a. Give a general overview of the plot or topic of the movie

b. Review the movie itself.  What did you like about it?  What did you not like 

    about it. Discuss anything unique about the movie. Evaluate the acting, 

    writing, etc.  Include the names of the major actors and review their 

    performances.

c. This is the most important part.  How does this movie relate to our study of 

    history?   Establish the time frame in historical context.  In other words, what   

    was going on in the world at this time? What did you learn about the era or 

    topic that you didn’t know? Evaluate the historical accuracy as far as you   

    know. In other words, why should you be given credit in history class for  

    watching this movie?
