1. Jeremy Bentham (1748-1832)

a) Founded the movement 

b) Insisted on the greatest good for the greatest number of people

c) Government could be used to make ensure happiness for all

d) Not very concerned with arts – a rather coldly logical philosophy

e) Followers called Benthamites

2. John Stuart Mill (1803-1873)

a) Influential writer that spread Utilitarian ideas

b) Universal suffrage necessary – a daring call, even for a liberal

c) Women should be allowed the same liberties as men – also a daring call

V. Socialism

A. Definition

1. Socialists wanted both political and economic equality for all

2. Early Socialists often called “Utopian Socialists”

B. Henri de Saint-Simon (1760-1825)

1. Society should be governed by an organization of experts

2. Experts would guide economy, arts, and everything else

3. Wanted ultimate unification of Europe under one currency and government

C. Charles Fourier (1772-1837)

1. Wanted to organize society into phalansteries

2. Each phalanstery would have 1,620 people on 5,000 acres of land

3. Jobs would be rotated so no one would grow bored

4. Created actual blueprints but never had one built

D. Robert Own (1771-1858)

1. Scottish entrepreneur that wanted to improve lives of workers

2. Believed that environment is what made an individual what he was

3. Created Utopia in New Lanark, Scotland

a) Children raised in common

b) Work hours limited

c) People together maintained the community

4. Tried to create a utopia in the Americas as well, but failed
