Philip recognized as king of Spain, had to renounce any future claim to the French crown, Spanish Italy and Netherlands went to Austria, France ceded Canada to GB
	France and Spain will never be united, Austria gained land, France lost possession in NA while GB gained them, shows balance of power (limits France, GB and Aust. rise while DR falls) 

	Great Northern War


	1700 – 1721

1709 Battle of Poltava

1718 Charles died
	Mainly Peter the Great and Charles XII, Russia allied with Denmark, Saxony, and Poland, Prussia, German states (anti-Sweden coalition)
	Charles defeated Denmark, destroyed Russian army, marched into Poland and Saxony, then Russia won at Poltava and gained more support, Charles died in battle 1718
	Treaty of Nystad 1721

Sweden ceded E. Baltic provinces – Livonia, Estonia, Ingria, and S. Karelia – to Russia; ceded territories on N. German coast to Prussia and German states
	Russia became dominant regime of the Baltic, while Sweden fell and lost preeminence

	War of Polish Succession


	1733 – 1735
	France, Spain, Sardinia vs. Austria and Russia
	1733 when king of P-L died war began over succession of throne and who should own it; Russia drove out France and put Austrian on it 
	France gained province of Lorraine from Austria and Austria got throne
	Showed how balance of power shifted – France had to defeat Russia, P-L had no control of lands

	Maria Theresa, GB vs. Fredrick II, France
	When HRE Charles VI died – no male heir, MT took throne b/c Pragmatic Sanction of 1713 said she could, turmoil erupted, Prussia saw chance to grab Silesia, France wanted to get even w/ Austria, GB didn’t want the French to take Austrian Netherlands
	Stalemated

Peace of Aix-la-Chapelle

MT heiress, husband Francis I HRE, Prussia kept Silesia
	MT proved herself and came out on top; she realized she needed to reform Austria

	Seven Years War


	1756 – 1763

1757 Fredrick II victry in Saxonly over F-A Army
	Fredrick II, GB, Prussia vs. Austria, France, Sweden, Saxony
	Fredrick II invaded Saxony and rage flared; F and GB battled in NA (French and Indian War), India, Central Europe, and West Indies 
	Treaty of Paris of 1763

France ceded Canada to GB, LA to Spain and agreed to remove armies from India, kept West Indies
	Prussia become one of the best armies, major change in alliances – Diplomatic Revolution
