	1796
	Napoleon becomes commander of French army in Italy

	1797
	Napoleon's troops defeat Austria (in Italy)-WAR HERO

	1787
	Napoleon’s troops are in Egypt

Discovers the Rosetta Stone


	1799
	Napoleon participates in the Coup de Brumaire that overthrows the Directory and establishes the Consulate. 
Napoleon becomes First Consul.



	1801
	Concordat with the Pope establishes Catholicism as the religion of the majority of French citizens. Government to pay the salaries of ALL clergy. Acquisition of church lands during the revolution was accepted by the church. 


	1802
	Napoleon is made First Consul for life.


	1804
	 Napoleon crowns himself emperor

Begins the civil reform known as the Civil Code or the Napoleonic Code.


	1804-1808
	Domestic reforms such as the Napoleonic Code, the Legion of Honor, the lycees school system, balancing budget and bureaucratic efficiency. Also, censorship of all criticism.


	1809
	Napoleon marries Marie-Louise of Austria


	1812
	Invasion of Russia leads to defeat 

	April 4, 1814
	Napoleon abdicates and is exiled to Elbe. Louis XVIII of the Bourbon dynasty is restored to the throne of France.


	September, 1814-June, 1815
	Congress of Vienna meets to refine the borders of Europe and establish a balance of power. Led by Metternich of Austria.


	1815
	March:  Napoleon escapes from Elbe and begins 100 days of power
June: Napoleon is defeated at Waterloo and exiled ot St. Helena.


	May 5, 1821
	Death of Napoleon
