	1667-1668
	Louis XIV, Spain, England, Sweden, United Provinces
	Louis claimed rights in the Spanish Netherlands through his bride

Aix-la-Chapelle
	France gained a few towns in Flanders

	Dutch War
	1672-1678
	Louis XIV, United Provinces, Spain, HRE
	French expansionism
	Treaty of Nijmegan
	France gained a few towns in Flanders and on the border of the HRE

	War of the League of Augsburg
	1688-1697
	Louis XIV, Holy Roman Empire, Sweden, Spain, England
	French expansionism
	Peace of Rijswijk
	France gained Strasbourg from the HRE

	War of Spanish Succession (Queen Anne’s War)
	1701-1713
	Spain (Philip V), France, Austria, Prussia, Britain
	Inheritance of the Spanish throne by the grandson of Louis XIV
	Peace of Utrecht
	Spanish Bourbons forced to renounce rights to French throne and vice versa – Spain lost Italian lands and Gibraltar – France lost Hudson Bay and Nova Scotia – power of France held in check
